8. PERMANENT SPECIAL ZONE AND HANDLING OF MERCHANDISE

Latin American Entertainment Trade Show, FEEL

APRIL 14 AND 15

8.1 PERMANENT SPECIAL ZONE

Defined geographical area within the country, where industrial activities are goods and services, or industrial activities of goods and services, and commercial activities under special regulations on taxation, customs and foreign trade.

Goods entered in the free-trade zones are considered outside national customs territory for custom tax purposes.
8.1.1 Benefits of the Free Trade Zone

The benefits of free zones are of customs character, because the following merchandise coming from abroad may be stored in them with a suspension of payment in custom taxes

• Goods intended for display.

• Samples of no commercial value.

• Printed matter, brochures and other advertising material.

• Materials for decoration, maintenance and staffing of stands, food and beverages

8.2 DELIVERY OF MERCHANDISE
Exhibitors may send merchandise to the trade show starting January 14, 2010 and it may remain in our warehouses until October 15, 2010.

8.2.1 Delivery Instructions
Exhibitors should DEPOSIT their merchandise in the transpiration document in the name of: :

8.2.2 Supporting Documents 
Merchandise must be delivered with the following supporting documents:
1. Commercial invoice in Spanish, with a detailed description of the merchandise and the name of the exhibitor or representative in Colombia.

2. Packing List

3. Transportation document: air guide, BL, continuation of travel, DTA or DTAI, duly deposited (the tax position must be detailed)

4. Special documents, if they are required, (certificate of origin with date after the emission of the invoice, registers, ok’s, among others)

8.2.3 Identification of the merchandise
Boxes, crates, cargo units, etc. Must be identified as follows.

8.2.4 Permanence of Merchandise
a) CORFERIAS will charge for the permanence of the merchandise which is still in the Foreign Trade warehouses of the Corporation on May 1, 2010 $14 Colombian Pesos per day per kilo (Fee established for the year 2010)

b) If the merchandise is nationalized and withdrawn before the trade show, this permanence will be charged from the moment it is delivered to the trade zone at $14 Colombian Pesos per day per kilo.

8.3 ENTRANCE OF MERCHANDISE 

Once the merchandise has entered the  Free Trade Zone, it will remain in our warehouses until the following procedure is conducted for delivery to exhibition:
1. Liberation of transportation documents.

2. Pre inspection of the merchandise.

3. Diligence of the Merchandise Movement Form (To view the instructions to fill out the forms, you must log into 

http://servicios.corferias.com/instructivos/comex/. To process the required form each exhibitor must enter the event page and choose the option Customer Service and enter the required information with your username and password)

4. Approval of Transportation Form of Merchandise by the User-Operator.
5.
Delivery of the merchandise to be exhibited to the exhibitor or its custom agent.

For the entry of merchandise, exhibitors must consider the following:

a) CORFERIAS only allows the entry of the merchandise which is directly related to the trade show.

b) In order to optimize the participation of exhibitors at the trade show,, it is suggested that all of the the merchandise is exhibited, otherwise it would remain in CORFERIAS Foreign Trade warehouses and there will be a charge for its storage. 

c) The Exhibitor, his representative or the Customs Brokerage Company (SIA) contracted, are responsible for the legality and the proper handling of the merchandise and must answer any request Customs to Corferias as User or Operator DIAN.
d) Every expense caused by the handling of merchandise in the permanent free-trade zone will be paid by the exhibitor or the authorized – Customs Brokerage Company.

e) It is important to verify the customs position of the merchandise before it is sent. Then you will know if it requires to be okayed, certificates of origin, permits, restrictions, etc, which must be filled out. We want to foresee the requirements of the Colombian Customs.
f) Merchandise from abroad may be received up to the last day of the show, that is, April 15, 2010.

g)  Merchandise coming from abroad may enter through DIAN authorized ports (Barranquilla, Cartagena, Buenaventura, Santa Marta) having as a support the Declaration of Customs Transit (DTA) or the Continuation of the Trip. On the other hand, if the merchandise enters through the borders with Venezuela or Ecuador, it must have as support the Declaration of Customs Transit (DTA) and the International Consignment Note. 
Merchandise coming by air may also enter through the authorized airports.

8.3.1 Movement of Merchandise Forms for Entrance
The Movement of Merchandise Forms of Merchandise for entering the event are compulsory; they have no cost. To see how to fill in these forms, log into  the page http://servicios.corferias.com/instructivos/comex/. To fill in the form, the exhibitor must log in and choose the option Customer Service and write down the information required with his username and password.

8.3.1.1 Movement of Merchandise Forms for entering from abroad - merchandise that has not been nationalized.

Merchandise coming to the show from abroad will enter with Movement of Merchandise forms number 1 and 4, which are specified below:
a) Movement of Merchandise Form 1: entrance from abroad merchandise that has not been nationalized.
This form applies for merchandise coming from abroad without being nationalized and merchandise transferred from the free-trade zone eithr industrial goods and services or transitory. It covers all merchandise that is going to be exhibited during the event with the option of nationalizing, re-issuing or transferring it to another free-trade zone once the event is over.

The documents required as support for this type of merchandise are: Commercial invoice (in Spanish, with a detailed description of the merchandise) in the name of the exhibitor or his representative in Colombia; Packing List and Transportation Document (air guide, BL, continuation of trip or DTA), and authorization of transfer issued by Corferias and authorized by DIAN if it is in the same jurisdiction. 
This form must be filled by the Custom Agent or Exhibitor preferably in the Foreign Trade Office of the Corporation, since the pre inspection of the merchandise is compulsory with the form which Corferias will furnish you.

b) Movement of Merchandise Form 4: entrance of advertising, decoration and food from abroad. .

This form applies to merchandise deposited in the fair with no commercial value and coming from abroad. It covers the material that is going to be distributed, consumed or eaten during the exhibition days. The quota assigned by DIAN is the amount of US$ 1000.

It is important that the elements coming from abroad that enter to be consumed, distributed, used and that are considered simple with no commercial value in the text of the invoice that it is non commercial sample, that its distribution or use is free and that for customs effects it should not exceed the amount authorized by DIAN. Additionally, that the physical presentation of these elements also contain the term “FOR NON COMMERCIAL USE”
This form should be accompanied by the following supporting documents: Commercial invoice (in Spanish, with a detailed description of the merchandise) in the name of the exhibitor or representative in Colombia. Packing list and transportation document (air guide, BL, continuation of trip or DTAI, and customs position must be detailed)

8.3.1.2 Forms for Movement of Merchandise for entering nationalized and/or national merchandise.
a) Form for Movement of Merchandise No. 2: entrance of nationalized merchandise.  

This form is used to enter merchandise that is in free disposition. It is indispensable to enclose a photocopy of the Customs Declaration, if you are an importer or the commercial invoice, if  a distributor,

Nationalized merchandise will enter directly to the stand for its exhibit on the days authorized for mounting.
b) Form for the Movement of Merchandise No. 3: Entrance of national merchandise

This form applies for the entrance of merchandise that is made or produced in Colombia. It does not require enclosures, but the merchandise must be related in in the Movement of Merchandise Form.

National merchandise will enter directly to the stand for its exhibition on the days authorized for mounting.

8.4 TAKING OUT MERCHANDISE
8.4.1 Coming from Abroad
For taking out merchandise coming from abroad from the Permanent Free Trade Zone, the exhibitors must consider the following:

a) During the days of the event you can do the nationalization procedures of the merchandise that the exhibit considers and fill out the forms from the Department of Foreign trade, the physical delivery will be made beginning on the date and hour programmed for the dismantling of the fair.

b) Once the event ends any merchandise that has not been nationalized must return to the Free Trade Zone warehouses (Warehouse No. 80). The same will not be received if they are not duly packed, in crates or plasticized. No piece guaranteeing its perfect care in the custody of Corferias. When the merchandise is withdrawn 15 days after the event has ended, the same will pay $14 pesos a day per kilo until the moment that its situation is defined (nationalized, transfer or forward). Equally the Forms for the Movement of Merchandise must be filled out depending on the type of operation being done.
c) CORFERIAS will not deliver any merchandise coming from abroad that has not previously been nationalized, authorized to be forwarded or transferred by the area of Foreign Trade and DIAN in CORFERIAS.

d) The merchandise may remain in the installations of the Free Trade Zone until October 2010, date on which its term is due.

e) On October 16, 2010 any merchandise which is still found in the Permanent Free Trade Zone will be declared voluntarily abandoned in favor of the nation if we have not heard from the exhibitor or Customs Agent to require more time which in any case cannot exceed six additional months.

f) The exit of merchandise will be done through Post 2 Avenida La Esperanza or Post 1 on Carrera 37.

8.4.2 Forms for taking out Merchandise Coming from Abroad.

In order for the exhibitor to be able to take out merchandise from the Foreing Trade warehouse, the Corporation must make use of the following Forms for the Movement of Merchandise according to the case.

a) Form 5 for Movement of Merchandise::Withdrawing merchandise coming from abroad without nationalizing to another free trade zone.
It covers the merchandise that are taken out of CORFERIAS to be stored in industrial free trade zones of goods and services or in transit. The exhibitor must do the paperwork in the Foreign Trade Department of CORFERIAS and DIAN.
b) Form 7 for the Movement of Merchandise. Forwarding merchandise coming from abroad.
It covers the merchandise that return to the country of origin or to a third country. The exhibitor must do the paperwork before the Department of Foreign Trade of CORFERIAS and DIAN.

c) Form 8: Taking out nationalized merchandise coming from abroad.
It covers merchandise that was nationalized permanent free trade zone. The paperwork for this form must be done by a juridical or artificial person with a Colombian ID Card or Tax ID Card from the Colombian government. The exhibitor must do this paperwork before DIAN and the documentary and physical removal of the merchandise must be done before the Department of Foreign Trade of CORFERIAS.

8.4.3 In Free Disposition (Nationalized) or of National Origin
Merchandise that is found in free Disposition (National or Nationalized) and that entered with Form 2 Movement of Merchandise and with Form 3 Movement of Merchandise will be removed from the fairgrounds once the event is over, with the copies  filed in the entrance Movement of Merchandise Forms and that were filled out by the Exhibitor or the Customs agent though the web page of the fair together with the respective clearance slip signed by each operational supervisor.
The forms are subject to verification by DIAN in our special permanent free trade zone. Any change in the text of the same must be timely informed to avoid inconsistencies that may cause customs sanctions because the merchandise is not authorized inside the fairgrounds.
The above dispositions are issued based in the current regulations by the competent organisms and any change or modification will be timely announced.
